Review of the Season:

A reasonably successful season in the Notts CA Senior League where we were always in contention. We
were founding members in the first season of the League. Individually, Thomas Attewell topped the League
Batting averages and we had the top 3 bowlers, Thomas Attewell, William Attewell & William Lane Pike.

Two of the leading players, Walter Attewell and Matthew Wright were selected to represent a
Nottinghamshire Colts XXII that played a two day, two innings match against Nottinghamshire CCC at
Trent Bridge on Monday & Tuesday 5 & 6 September 1890 — sixteen players against eleven county
players. The county team winning easily by 9 wickets. The sixteen scoring 113 & 94 in their two innings.
Wright opened the innings and made 14 in his first knock and a duck in the second innings. Attewell batted
at number 11 and made 6 and a duck. Both players bowled, Attewell 16 overs, 9 maidens, 12 runs & 1 wkt.
Wright 1 for 11 off 12 overs with 5 maidens.
