Review of the Season: 
AGM was held at the Key Club on 27 January 1999. 
With Nottinghamshire following the English Cricket Board recommendations, structured cricket through a pyramid 
system was played in the County for the first time. A Premier County League was formed and promotion to this will be 
achieved via the newly formed HSBC South Nottinghamshire League and the existing Premier Bassetlaw League. 
As a consequence of the club’s finishing position in the 1998 season of the South Notts Village League, they were 
placed in Division One of the new South Nottinghamshire League and among some high quality company achieved a 
top ten finish in a one leg 20 team league and a place in the new ten team Division 1A for the 2000 season. 
All second teams were placed in a League structure of their own and Keyworth 2nds achieved a very creditable third 
place finish in Division 2C. 
To cap a memorable season, the club reached the Senior Knock Out Cup Final for the third time in four years, before 
losing to Gedling Colliery, after accounting for notable scalps in Collingham and Clifton on the way. Restricting the 
Colliery team to 184 in their 45 overs, Keyworth fell 13 runs short when all out in the final over. The team and it’s 
supporters earning itself the “Barby Army” tag for the BBQ’s staged during the process of each round match. 
The semi final victory over Clifton was particularly hard fought. Simon Smith led the way with 74 not out from a total 
of 235 for 7, but Clifton were cruising at 172 for 3 with 8 overs remaining before being bowled out for 223 as Keyworth 
held their nerve with tight bowling and outstanding fielding, including three run outs. 
Sunday 12 July witnessed Keyworth’s first win of the Thurgarton Six-a-side Tournament – Lowdham, Oxton, Plumtree, 
Thurgarton & Whatton & Aslockton were the other competing teams. 
Through the season, Simon Smith and Shaun King scored heavily from the bat and Tony Newby, well backed up by the 
pace attack of Phil Cockerton, Tim Hepburn, Ian Kitchinson and spin of Rob Baker, were always among the wickets, 
supported by arguably the best fielding side in the division and Barry Newby behind the stumps. Stuart Meek with bat 
and ball led the way in the 2nds.  
The club’s old Gunn & Moore Trophy (which had disappeared) came on the market from an Antiques Dealer at a price 
of £40 in May 1999. ? Did Ernie Lay (delegated) purchase it on behalf of the club) 
Ken Reffin, Vice President and loyal supporter passed away in October 1999 and Tim Hepburn, former captain and 
very successful bowler left the club and the UK to emigrate with his family to the Cayman Islands.
